Our session descriptors

Learning Through Play (with a focus on Let’s Get Ready for Nursery and School): A session to encourage children's independence and confidence through
sharing play ideas and learning opportunities. Through carefully planned, playful opportunities, these sessions will help you and your child to strengthen and
develop key skills which will help them in their journey to becoming lifelong learners.
